             “Everything you ever wanted to know about Ginkgo, but were afraid to ask”

Our distinguished  speaker is Peter Del Tredici, Senior Research Scientist at the Arnold Arboretum of Harvard University, USA,  a seasoned plant hunter, prolific author and well-known public speaker.
